Clinical Research Fellowship Program



OVERVIEW
The CHAT Clinical Research Fellowship Program is an opportunity for a physician to obtain advanced training and/or to acquire more specialized expertise not normally acquired during residency or other fellowship training experiences. Training must involve both clinical and research activities.  Applicants for the CHAT Clinical Research Fellowship Program must have completed residency training in either the base specialty, base subspecialty, or a complementary specialty related to CANet’s strategic areas of focus (Atrial Fibrillation, Syncope, Sudden Cardiac Death) prior to commencing the fellowship award. 

ELIGIBILITY 
· Applicants must be a member of CHAT and must have a sponsor/mentor that is a CANet Network Investigator at an institute that can receive NCE funding. For a list of eligible institutions, please visit: http://www.cihr-irsc.gc.ca/e/36374.html
· Applicants must be enrolled in or have completed a specialty related to CANet’s strategic areas of focus (Atrial Fibrillation, Syncope, Sudden Cardiac Death)
· Eligible candidates include applicants who received their medical training both inside and outside of Canada, provided the applicant is certified to practice medicine in Canada

FUNDING DETAILS 
The CHAT Clinical Research Fellowship provides a stipend of $60,000/year for a maximum of two years which requires a 1:1 funding match ($30,000/year contribution from CANet, $30,000/year minimum match from an institution or organization). Institutions or organizations that provide more than the minimum matching requirement will only be matched by a maximum of $30,000/year from CANet.
Deadline: Friday, August 25, 2017 (Funds to be distributed in September)

EVALUATION CRITERIA
The quality of the research or training opportunity and the potential for a combined career as a clinician and researcher are the principal criteria on which the applications will be judged. More specifically, points considered in the assessment of an application are as follows:
· Academic achievements
· Publication record and contributions to published work
· Research accomplishments to date, including evidence of independence and originality
· Quality and clarity of the proposed research project and the potential to contribute to CANet’s strategic goals 
· Appropriateness of the proposed research or training project to further the candidate's combined clinical and research career
· Supervisor/mentor qualifications and strength of learning environment
· Strength of references








SELECTION PROCESS AND CRITERIA
Proposals will be screened by the CANet administrative staff for completeness. Eligible applications will then be subject to peer review by the CANet Training and Education Committee. Applications will be ranked and presented to the CANet Research Management Committee for final decision.

APPLICATION DETAILS AND PROCEDURE
A complete CHAT Clinical Research Fellowship application form includes the following:

2.  Research Proposal (maximum eight pages, excluding references, which may be appended on a separate page)
· Provide a description of the proposed research project and training opportunity. The research project proposal should be completed in collaboration with the proposed supervisor(s) and 
include the research plan, specific project aims, methodology, and describe the applicant’s role on the project.
· The research project proposal should be written in general scientific language, which is an important skill to acquire for future success in the research environment as applications are being reviewed by multi-disciplinary committees.
· Provide an overview of how the applicant’s previous training relates to the present proposal and elaborate on their career goals.
· Describe how the training/mentorship the applicant expects to acquire will contribute to their productivity and to the research goals they hope to achieve, and how this award will enable them to establish themselves as independent investigators.
· Indicate why they decided upon the proposed training location and what they expect to learn from the training experience.
· Provide justification if they are planning to hold this award in the same research environment (i.e. research/paid institution (or its affiliate), supervisor or co-supervisor) where they completed their previous degree.
3.  CV for both the candidate and the proposed supervisor(s)    
4.  Reference letters from two (2) individuals under whom the candidate has trained and who have had an opportunity to assess the candidate's potential for clinical/research success. Reference letters may be sent electronically to research@canet-nce.ca but originals still must be sent to the CANet offices and sealed at source. The candidate’s supervisor may be a reference. 
6.  Letter(s) of support verifying matching funds. This may be from the institution, organization, department head, etc.
7.  Letter of support from the local (institutional or organizational) Fellowship Program Director indicating that the candidate has institutional or university verification of graduate and/or clinical training, and completed degrees.
